ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING ATTENDEES ONLY

* The registration fee is waived for voting delegates
who are not participating in any other part of the
Convention but will only be attending the Saturday
afternoon Annual Business Meeting. This compli-
mentary registration does not include attendance
or participation in any other portion of the Conven-
tion: i.e., Keynote Kickoff, workshops, educational
seminars, meals, or exhibits. Delegates wishing
to attend any other Convention segment must pay
the designated registration fee.

* Business Meeting one-day only complimentary
registrations should be registered with that desig-
nation.

* There are no Leadership Development Recogni-
tion points credited for one-day only Business
Meeting registrants.

CANCELLATION POLICY

All cancellation/change notices, regardless of when
given, must be made in writing. Phoned in notifica-
tions will not be accepted. Cancellation deadline
is September 14. Nonrefundable administrative
fees are as follows:

» Convention registration cancellations made by
September 14 will be subject to a $135 administra-
tive fee. No portion of the special district discount
fee is refundable for cancellations received at any
time. For cancellations made September 15 or
after, no refunds will be made. Substitutions may
be made.

* Pre-Convention School Law Seminar: $80
administrative fee

* School Board Institute: $30 administrative fee
per course

* Fiscal Oversight Module: $15 administrative fee
per module

Cancellations for any registered event (including
meals) made after September 14 will result in the
district being charged the full fee listed. Substitu-
tions may be made after September 14.
